The National Board Five Core Propositions and Standards (NBPTS) describe what accomplished teachers should know and be able to do to have a positive impact on student learning. (https://www.nbpts.org/certification/five-core-propostions/). The five core propositions have been aligned to the InTASC Standards.

1. The Learning and Learning: Proposition 1: Teachers are committed to students and their learning.

2. Learning Environments: Proposition 1: Teachers are committed to students and their learning. 

3. Content Knowledge: Proposition 2: Teachers know the subjects they teach and how to teach those subjects to students.

4. Instructional Practice: Proposition 3: Teachers are responsible for managing and monitoring student learning.

5. Professional Learning and Ethical Practice: Proposition 4: Teachers think systematically about their practice and learn from experience.

6. Leadership and Collaboration: Proposition 5: Teachers are members of learning communities.
